Patient: 43-year-old woman with a nodule in the right breast.

Intervention: Frozen biopsy and tumor exeresis

Details: No previous pathological breast lesion. The tumor measured 6 cm. 10 months later, a new local recurrence was detected (5cms). Radical mastectomy. Four years later, free of disease.

Patient: 63-year-old woman with a nodule in left breast 

Intervention: Frozen biopsy and quadrantectomy 

Details: The tumor measured 3cms. Fine needle aspiration cytology (positive for malignancy). Sentinel lymph node positive. Three positive for metastasis lymph nodes from 16. Radiotherapy and chemotherapy. Follow up, 2 years, free of disease.

Patient: 72-year-old woman with a nodule in the left breast. 

Intervention: Radical mastectomy. 

Details: The tumor measured 5.3 cm, 6 lymph nodes were involved. Adjuvant systemic chemotherapy, loco regional radiotherapy and hormonal therapy. Thirty-one months after diagnosis, metastases in lung and brain. Further chemotherapy and radiotherapy failed to prevent a second relapse. The patient died 35 months after diagnosis.

Patient: Man aged 32 yrs. 

Intervention: Excision of two hard lumps developed in skin of upper arm. Skin biopsies referred for opinion.

Details: Suggested diagnosis was lymphoma or reaction to insect bites. There were no other symptoms or relevant findings.

Intervention: TURP. The biopsies were referred for second opinions 

Details : TURPs showed a stromal cellular infiltrate and the differential diagnoses was that of ? lymphoma, ? carcinoma ? inflammatory.

George Kontogeorgos, Case 1

A 32-year-old woman was presented with fever (38.0o C). Her past medical history included amenorrhoea without galactorrhea. Prolactin levels at 1880 mU/l (normal: < 360). Cranial MRI scan revealed an intrasellar mass approx. 2 cm. Pituitary mass was removed by a transsphenoidal approach.

Patient: Female, 59 years old. 
Intervention: Surgical removal of a giant pelvi-abdominal tumor
Details: Tumor of 45 x 44 x 22 cm, wheighting 32 kg. The mass is encapsulated, boselated, with a dense fibrous consistency. The cut surface is white, fasciculated with no necrotic areas.

Patient: Female , 72 years old. 
Intervention: Surgical removal of 2 tumors. 
Details: The first is located on the epiploon, measures 20 x 14 x 8 cm (Slide A) and invades the gastric wall. The second tumor is located on the mesenterium and is much smaller (2 x 1 x 0,5 cm). After a year, during the surgical cure of eventration, intraoperatory examination reveals a tumoral mass  of abdominal wall measuring 5,5 x 3 x 3 cm (Slide B).

Patient: Female, 28 years old.

Intervention: Unilateral anexectomy with intraoperatory frozen section examination
Details: Left ovarian mass of 7,5 x 5 cm, smoth exterior surface, fibrous consistency. The cut surface has white-yellowish appearence with some pseudocysts of variable dimension. No necrotic or hemorrhagic areas. The intraoperatory frozen section diagnosys was „benign ovarian fibroma”.

Patient: Female, 53 years old.

Intervention: Hysterectomy with bilateral anexectomy for left ovarian cyst of 7 cm

Details: Left ovarian unilocular cystic lesion of 7 cm diameter, smoth glistening exterior surface, elastic consistency. Serous-citrin fluid content. Inner surface of te cyst has delicate fibrin deposits, no vegetations. Presence of several hemorrhagic intramural „nodules” of  0,5 - 4 cm in greatest diameter. Contralateral adnexa and uterus have a normal appearance.

Rares Buiga, Case 3

Patient: Male, 52 years old.

Intervention: Open surgical biopsy of a mediastinal tumor invading sternum and pectoral muscle (case adressed for consultation).
Details: Mediastinal mass of 12 x 10 cm which invades the anterior thoracic wall, sternum as well as the great intrathoracic vessels. The case was adressed with the proposed diagnosys of lymphoma.
